He also served - David Morrison Angell

We have celebrated VE Day but we are also aware that war continued in the
Far East.

David Morrison Angell 5952585 was a private in the Beds and Herts regiment
and was made POW in the war in Thailand. His Japanese Prisoner card
shows he was a resident in Pinner and he was interred in the camp in
Kanchahaburi near the River Kwai Bridge

Regrettable he Died 6t June
1943 and was Buried in the War
Cemetery at Sunjai Bridge,
Kanchahaburi. He was born 1917
in Kensington and was by
profession a solicitor.
